	III. E. Self-Study Document

Page limit for the self-study is 90 pages – Program information form is 9 pages, so the self-study report is 81 page limit.  Supplementary documents will be place in the Resource Room (Room 307 - UL Lafayette) and on the CCNE Moodle course.

	IV.  Draft
	Dr. Poirrier announced that the Draft Self-Study report should be sent to the deans by May 1.  All drafts sent in should have the date/time clearly noted.

	V.  Deans/Coordinators Accreditation Preparation
	Dr. Poirrier announced that Deans and Graduate Coordinators will need to be available for work on the self-study during the summer.   
	No summer meetings planned as of yet.  

	VI.  Other
	Dr. Poirrier announced that the Post-MSN Certificate programs have been approved by the Board of Supervisors.  The proposal will go forward to the Board of Regents in June then back to Board of Supervisors for final approval.  Dr. Poirrier reported that the ICMSN Deans met to discuss the start date for the Post-MSN Certificate programs and that will be January 2013.  Dr. Poirrier will follow thought with submitting substantive change forms to CCNE.  The Post-MSN Certificate programs will require common ICMSN course numbers.
Nicholls State University has submitted its proposal to join the ICMSN to the Board of Supervisors.  The following is a timetable established by the Deans:  Have all Louisiana Boards approvals by fall 2012.  NSU admitted to membership within the ICMSN in Fall 2012 without teaching any courses.  They are to be assigned committee membership and the Graduate Coordinator at NSU will be a member of the ICMSN Coordinating Committee.  
Online teaching of select courses will occur in spring 2013.  NSU will be included in the self-study as a new member.  Dr. Poirrier and Dr. Westbrook will write the substantive change document to submit to CCNE.  
	Graduate coordinators are to establish common courses numbers for the Post-MSN Certificate Programs by July 1.  

Graduate Coordinators will contact the Graduate Coordinator at NSU to establish communication and work with timeline.


	
	Online exams.  Dr. Gauthier requested discussion about the policy for online exams in the clinical practicum courses.  Dr. Waldmeier stated that the philosophy behind open-book exams in the clinical practicum courses is that exams are a form of learning tool.  Dr. Gauthier stated that the philosophy behind closed-book exams is that exams are a form of evaluation.  
The majority of the FNP workgroup (2 faculty from MSU, Southeastern and UL Lafayette) requests open-book exams.  
It was agreed that in NURS 516/616, N517/617 and N518/618, all exams should be closed book.
